Spiros Charalambous and Christiana loannou.

In addition to the appeal the Festival enjoys among our country’s
film enthusiasts, the International Short Film Festival of Cyprus has
conquered an enviable place in the international festival scene, putting

the city of Limassol and, more broadly, Cyprus on the global film map.
As an official partner of the European Film Academy, the ISFFC ranks
among Europe’s top Short Film Festivals with the right to nominate a
film for the European Film Awards. What is more, its extroversion and
international dynamics are attested by the ever-increasing number of
film submissions and international guests, honouring the festival with
their presence.

In closing, | extend warm thanks and congratulations to the festival’'s
Artistic Directors, filmmakers Alexia Roider and loakim Mylonas,
the distinguished members of the jury for accepting our invitation to
join us in Cyprus in order to perform the difficult task of deciding the
awards and, of course, all the talented filmmakers participating with
their films. Special thanks go to our tireless partner, Rialto Theatre, for
co-organising and hosting the Festival. Lastly, thanks are extended to
Limassol Municipality and all the Festival’s sponsors and friends who
continuously and actively support the ISFFC, as well as to all Rialto
associates for their precious contribution to organising and constantly
upgrading the ISFFC.

NOTE BY THE ARTISTIC DIRECTORS

We always get asked this simple question: Why do you love short
films so much? What is their true value if they are not just a stepping
stone into the feature film format?

The answer is simple, yet complex and multidimensional at the same
time. The short film format serves as a canvas where flmmakers can
experiment with themes, genres, and visual aesthetics without the
constraints often imposed by mainstream audiences or commercial
viability. They offer a unique opportunity to explore unconventional
narratives and experimental styles, which can lead to innovative
storytelling techniques that redefine the norms of cinema.

Short films are labours of love, made with passion in which
filmmakers convey personal and vulnerable stories, drawing
inspiration from their own experiences or cultural backgrounds,
which can often be quite challenging. And it is this type of personal
storytelling that can resonate deeply with viewers, fostering a
connection that might be lost in more formulaic, commercial films.

In short flmmaking, creative freedom and the freedom of speech
allow creators to speak their truths, whether they address societal
issues, personal struggles, or cultural themes. A value that is now
more important than ever.

However, creative freedom comes with its challenges, particularly
in the context of censorship. In environments where censorship is
rampant, the ability to address controversial or taboo subjects can
be stifled, which ultimately restricts artistic expression. Short films
can serve as a form of resistance against such censorship, allowing
filmmakers to bypass traditional decision-makers and communicate
powerful messages in a direct and impactful manner, enhancing
the medium’s potential to foster critical thinking, empathy, and
understanding among audiences all over the world.
